	Turn temperature controller, Fig. "/A, from position “0”. The appliance begins to cool. Light is switched on when the door is open.
	Operating tips
	■ The sides of the housing are sometimes heated slightly. This prevents condensation in the area of the door seal.
	■ If the freezer compartment door cannot be immediately re-opened after it has been closed, wait until the resulting low pressure has equalised.


	The refrigerator compartment temperature rises:

	Setting the temperature

	Defrosting the freezer compartment

	The freezer compartment does not defrost automatically, otherwise the frozen food would start thawing. A layer of frost in the freezer compartment impairs refrigeration of the frozen food and increases power consumption. Remove the layer of hoarfrost...
