Cutlery may also rust if washed together with rusting items.
> Do not wash rusting items.

Detergent residue is
present in the detergent
dispenser or the tablet
collecting tray.

Spray arms were blocked by tableware so detergent was not

rinsed out.

» (Check that the spray arms are not blocked and can rotate
freely.

All' LEDs light up or flash
or the rinse programme
does not continue run-
ning.
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
