2.1 General
ATTENTION
Alcoholic vapours may catch fire in the hot cooking
compartment and cause permanent damage to the ap-
pliance. The appliance door may spring open due to an
explosion and it may fall off. The door panels may shat-
ter and fragment. Due to the resulting negative pres-
sure, the cooking compartment may become consider-
ably deformed inwards.

Do not heat spirits (≥ 15% vol.) when undiluted (e.g.
for marinating or pouring over food).

If there is water on the cooking compartment floor when
operating the appliance at temperatures above 120 °C,
this will damage the enamel.

Do not use the appliance if there is water on the
cooking compartment floor.
Wipe away any water on the cooking compartment
floor before operation.

Objects on the cooking compartment floor at over
50 °C will cause heat to build up. The baking and roast-
ing times will no longer be correct and the enamel will
be damaged.

Do not place any accessories, greaseproof paper or
foil of any kind on the cooking compartment floor.
Only place cookware on the cooking compartment
floor if a temperature under 50 °C has been set.

When the cooking compartment is hot, any water inside
it will create steam. The change in temperature may
cause damage.

Never pour water into the cooking compartment when
it is still hot.
Never place cookware containing water on the cook-
ing compartment floor.

The prolonged presence of moisture in the cooking
compartment leads to corrosion.

Allow the cooking compartment to dry after use.

Do not keep moist food in the cooking compartment
for a long time with the door closed.
Do not store food in the cooking compartment.
Take care not to trap anything in the appliance door.

Fruit juice dripping from the baking tray leaves stains
that cannot be removed.

When baking very juicy fruit flans, do not pack too
much on the baking tray.
If possible, use the deeper universal pan.

Using oven cleaner in a hot cooking compartment dam-
ages the enamel.

Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.
Remove all food remnants from the cooking compart-
ment and the appliance door before you next heat up
the appliance.

If the seal is very dirty, the appliance door will no longer
close properly during operation. This may damage the
front of adjacent kitchen units.

Keep the seal clean at all times.
Never operate the appliance if the seal is damaged or
missing.

Sitting or placing objects on the appliance door may
damage it.

Not preheating the appliance can reduce the energy
used by up to 20%.

Use dark-coloured, black-coated or enamelled baking
tins.

These types of baking tin absorb the heat particularly
well.

Open the appliance door as little as possible during op-
eration.

This maintains the temperature in the cooking com-
partment and eliminates the need for the appliance to
reheat.

When baking multiple dishes, do so in succession or in
parallel.

The cooking compartment is heated after baking the
first dish. This reduces the baking time for the sub-
sequent cakes.

For longer cooking times, you can switch the appliance
off 10 minutes before the cooking time ends.

There is sufficient residual heat to finish cooking the
dish.

Remove any accessories that are not being used from
the cooking compartment.

Accessories that are not being used do not need to
be heated.

Allow frozen food to defrost before cooking.
This saves the energy that would otherwise be re-
quired to defrost it.

Switch off the display in the basic settings.

Energy is saved when the display is switched off.

Note: In accordance with the EU Ecodesign Directive
2023/826, this appliance is in a different state when

switched off. This is referred to below as low power
mode.

Editing the time (without display)

By definition, therefore, there is neither an “off” nor a
“standby” mode, which is why the term low power mode
is used.

5.1 Heating functions
This is where you will find an overview of the types of heating. You will find recommendations for using the types of
heating.
For temperatures above 275 °C, the appliance reduces the temperature to approx. 275 °C after around 40 minutes.

Symbol Heating function Temperature Use
Circo Therm hot air 30 - 230 °C Bake or roast on one or more levels.

The fan distributes the heat from the ring-shaped heating element in
the back wall evenly around the cooking compartment.

Top/bottom heat 30 - 275 °C Traditionally bake or roast on one level. This type of heating is espe-
cially good for cakes with moist toppings.
The heat is emitted evenly from above and below.

Circo Therm gentle 125 - 230 °C For gently cooking selected types of food on one level without preheat-
ing.
The fan distributes the heat from the ring-shaped heating element in
the back wall around the cooking compartment.
The food is cooked in phases using residual heat. Always keep the ap-
pliance door closed when cooking. If you open the appliance door
even briefly, the appliance will continue to heat without utilising any re-
sidual heat.
This type of heating is used to determine the energy consumption in
circulating-air mode and the energy efficiency class.

Top/bottom heat gentle 150 - 250 °C For gently cooking selected types of food without preheating.
Heat is emitted from above and below.
This type of heating is used to determine the energy consumption in
the conventional mode.

Air Fry 30 - 275 °C Cook until crispy, on one level with little fat. Especially suitable for food
that is usually fried in oil, e.g. chips.
The fan circulates heat from the grill element around the food at high
speed. The exhaust air is extracted more intensively from of the cook-
ing compartment.

Circo-roasting 30 - 275 °C Roast poultry, whole fish or larger pieces of meat.
The grill element and the fan switch on and off alternately. The fan cir-
culates the hot air around the food.

Circotherm intensive 30 - 275 °C Cook pizza or food that requires a lot of heat from below.
The bottom heating element and the ring-shaped heating element in
the back wall heat the cooking compartment.

Bread baking setting 180 - 275 °C For baking bread, bread rolls and baked goods that require high tem-
peratures.

Full-surface grill 50 - 290 °C For grilling flat items such as steaks, sausages or bread, and for cook-
ing au gratin.
The entire area below the grill element becomes hot.

Centre-area grill 50 - 290 °C For grilling small amounts of steaks, sausages or bread, and for cook-
ing au gratin.
The central area below the grill element becomes hot.

Bottom heat 30 - 250 °C For cooking in a bain marie and for baking food for extra time.
The heat is emitted from below.

Low-temperature cook-
ing

70 - 120 °C For gentle, slow cooking of seared, tender pieces of meat in cookware
without a lid.
The heat is emitted evenly from above and below at a low temperature.

Dough proving 30 - 50 °C For proving dough and culturing yoghurt.
Dough will prove more quickly than at room temperature. The surface
of the dough does not dry out.

Plate warming 30 - 90 C For heating cookware.
Keep warm 50 - 100 °C For keeping cooked food warm.

10.4 Setting the oven temperature and core

Never use oven cleaner in the cooking compartment
when it is still warm.
Remove all food remnants from the cooking compart-
ment and the appliance door before you next heat up
the appliance.

If different cleaning agents are mixed together, there
may be a chemical reaction between these.

Do not mix cleaning agents.
Completely remove any cleaning agent residue.

Salt contained in new sponge cloths may damage sur-
faces.

Wash new sponge cloths thoroughly before use.

Suitable cleaning agents
Only use cleaning agents that are suitable for the different surfaces on your appliance.

18.1 Preparing the appliance for the cleaning
function

29.4 Installation below a worktop
Observe the installation dimensions and the installation
instructions when installing below a worktop.

To ventilate the appliance, the intermediate floor must
have a ventilation cut-out.
The worktop must be secured to the fitted unit.
Observe any available installation instructions for the
hob.
Observe different national installation instructions for
the hob.
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29.5 Installation underneath a hob
If the appliance is installed under a hob, the following minimum dimensions must be adhered to (including substruc-
ture, if applicable).

The minimum worktop thickness  a is based on the required minimum clearance .

Hob type a raised in mm a flush in mm b in mm
Induction hob 37 38 5
Full-surface induction hob 47 48 5
Gas hob 27 38 5 1

Electric hob 27 30 2

29.6 Installation in a tall unit
Observe the installation dimensions and the installation
instructions when installing in a tall unit.

To ventilate the appliance, the intermediate floors
must have a ventilation cut-out.
Only fit the appliance up to a height which allows ac-
cessories to be easily removed.

29.7 Installing two appliances on top of each
other
Your appliance can also be installed above or below an-
other appliance. Observe the installation dimensions

and the installation instructions when installing appli-
ances on top of each other.

To ventilate the appliances, the intermediate floor
must have a ventilation cut-out.
To ensure sufficient ventilation of the two appliances,
there must be a ventilation opening of at least
200 cm² in the base area. To do this, trim the base
panel or fit a ventilation grille.
Ensure that air exchange is guaranteed in accord-
ance with the diagram.
Only fit appliances up to a height that allows ac-
cessories to be easily removed.

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29.8 Corner installation
Observe the installation dimensions and the installation
instructions when installing in a corner.

To ensure that the appliance door can be opened,
you must take the minimum dimensions into consider-
ation when installing in a corner. The dimension  is
dependent on the thickness of the unit front and the
handle.

29.9 Electrical connection
In order to safely connect the appliance to the electrical
system, follow these instructions.

The appliance corresponds to protection class I and
must only be operated with a protective earth connec-
tion.
The fuse protection must correspond to the power rat-
ing specified on the appliance's rating plate and to
the local regulations.
The appliance must be disconnected from the power
supply whenever installation work is being carried
out.
The appliance must only be connected using the
power cable provided.
The power cable must be plugged in at the rear of
the appliance until you hear a clicking sound. A 3 m
power cable can be obtained from customer service.
The power cable must only be replaced with a cable
from the original manufacturer. This is available from
after-sales service.
Contact protection must be guaranteed by the install-
ation.
If the display on the appliance remains dark, it has
not been connected correctly. Disconnect the appli-
ance from the mains and check the connection.

Electrically connect the appliance with the
protective contact plug
Note: The appliance must only be connected to a pro-
tective contact socket that has been correctly installed.

Insert the plug into the protective contact socket.
When the appliance is installed, the mains plug of the
power cord must be freely accessible. If free access
is not possible, an isolating switch must be integrated
into the permanent electrical installation according to
the installation regulations.

Electrically connecting an appliance without a
protective contact plug
Note: Only licensed specialists may connect the appli-
ance. Damage caused by incorrect connection is not
covered under the warranty.
An isolating switch must be integrated into the perman-
ent electrical installation according to the installation
regulations.
1. Identify the phase and neutral conductors in the

socket.
The appliance may be damaged if it is not connected
correctly.

2. Connect the hob in accordance with the connection
diagram.
See the rating plate for the voltage.

3. Connect the wires of the mains power cable accord-
ing to the colour coding:

Green/yellow = Protective conductor 
Blue = Neutral conductor
Brown = Phase (external conductor)

29.10 Installing the appliance
WARNING ‒ Risk of injury!

Opening the appliance door without installing the door
handle and panels may result in injury.

Operate the appliance only with the door handle and
the panels fitted.

Notes
Do not use a cordless screwdriver to secure the door
handle. This may become damaged.
Further information:
The transit bolts must be kept in case the appliance
is transported at a later time.
Video tutorial for installing the door handle and pan-
els:

1. Open the appliance door slightly and pull the red tri-
angular transport locks to the outside.

2. Removing the two transport locks
Press on the sloped surface on the rear of the
transport lock .
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Press and hold the sloped surface and pull the
transport lock upwards and out .

3. Unscrew the screws on the door handle a little .
4. Attach the door handle .

The larger hole must be be directed inwards.
Check whether the silicone base is between the
panel and the door handle.

5. Tighten the screws until the door handle is secured.

6. Push the appliance in fully.
Do not kink or trap the connection cable, or route it
over sharp edges.

7. Centre the appliance.

There must be an air gap of at least 4 mm between
the appliance and adjacent unit fronts.

8. Attach the four fastening elements.  Page 43

9. Screw the appliance into place.

10.Insert the left- and right-hand intermediate strips into
the notches provided for this purpose  and slide
them downwards .
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11.Push on the left- and right-hand panels at the height
of the fastening elements until a clicking sound is
heard.

The panel with the sticker is intended for the left-
hand side of the inside.

The panels are engaged.
12.Check whether the left- and right-hand panels are ver-

tically aligned.
13.If necessary, align the panels.  Page 44
14.If required, you can adjust the height of the appliance

door using the adjustment screws on the left and right
. To do this, push the intermediate strips upwards .

Note: The gap between the worktop and the appliance
must not be closed by additional battens.
Thermal insulation strips must not be fitted to the side
panels of the surround unit.

29.11 For handleless kitchens with vertical
bar handle strips:
1. Attach a suitable filling piece on both sides in order

to cover any sharp edges and to guarantee safe in-
stallation.

2. Secure the filling piece to the unit.

3. Pre-drill the filling piece and the unit to establish a
screw connection.

4. Secure the appliance using a suitable screw.

29.12 Attaching the fastening elements
In order to attach the panels, the four fastening ele-
ments must be fitted beforehand.
1. Push the eccentric forwards from the fastening ele-

ment .
2. Push the eccentric backwards from the fastening ele-

ment .
The eccentric breaks off.

3. Push the eccentric backwards into the fastening ele-
ment .

Attach the red fastening elements at the top.
Attach the green fastening elements at the bottom.
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4. Slide in the fastening element at the bottom  and
press down at the top  until it clicks into place.

29.13 Aligning the panels
ATTENTION
Unsuitable tools may damage the surface of the appli-
ance.

Only use plastic tools.
Do not use pointed or sharp tools.

1. Slide a plastic tool, e.g. one of the other fastening ele-
ments, into the gap between the appliance and the
panel.

2. Pull the tool from the appliance with panel; a clicking
noise can be heard when this is loosened.

3. Turn the fastening element to the left or right to adjust
the alignment of the panels.

4. Refit the panels.

29.14 Removing the door handle and side
panels
ATTENTION
Unsuitable tools may damage the surface of the appli-
ance.

Only use plastic tools.
Do not use pointed or sharp tools.

1. Loosen the screws on the door handle and remove
the door handle.

2. Remove the left- and right-hand panels using a plastic
tool.

29.15 Removing the appliance
1. Disconnect the appliance from the power supply.
2. Remove the left- and right-hand panels.
3. Undo the fastening screws.
4. Lift the appliance slightly and pull it out completely.
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
