The connection data can be found on the rating plate.

 Page 8
The connecting cable is approx. 1.30 m long.
This appliance complies with the EC interference sup-
pression regulations.
The appliance corresponds to protection class 1. You
should therefore only use the appliance with a pro-
tective earth connection.
Do not connect the appliance to the power supply
during installation.
Ensure that the protection against contact is guaran-
teed during installation.

14.6 Information on the installation situation
We recommend standard installation  Page 12. For
special installation situations, alternative installation

 Page 15 from below is possible.
Install this appliance in a kitchen cupboard.
To install additional special accessory parts, observe
the enclosed installation instructions.
The width of the extractor hood must correspond at
least with the width of the hob.
To optimally detect the cooking vapours, install the
appliance in the middle of the hob.

14.7 Instructions for the exhaust air pipe
The appliance manufacturer does not provide any war-
ranty for faults attributable to the pipeline.

Use a short, straight exhaust air pipe with as large a
pipe diameter as possible.
Long, rough exhaust air pipes, many pipe bends or
small pipe diameters reduce the suction power and
increase the fan noise.
Use an exhaust pipe that is made of non-combustible
material.
To prevent condensate from returning, fit the exhaust
pipe with a 1° gradient from the appliance.

Flat ducts
Use flat ducts with an inner cross-section that corres-
ponds to the diameter of the round pipes:

Diameter of 150 mm corresponds to ap-
prox. 177 cm².
Diameter of 120 mm corresponds to ap-
prox. 113 cm².
Use sealing strips for different pipe diameters.
Do not use any flat ducts with sharp bends.

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14.8 Instructions for the air extraction mode
For air extraction mode, a one-way flap should be in-
stalled.
Notes

If a one-way flap is not included with the appliance,
one can be ordered from a specialist retailer.
If the exhaust air is conveyed through the external
wall, a telescopic duct should be used.

Checking the units

Preparing the units
Requirement: The unit is suitable for the installation.
1. Cover the hob to prevent damage.
2. Detach the cabinet door.
3. Make the cut-out for the exhaust air pipe in the cab-

inet.

4. Make the cut-out for the exhaust air pipe in the inter-
mediate floor.

Make the recess for the mains connection.

5. Ensure that the fitted unit is still stable after the cut-
outs have been made.

6. Place the installation aid on the inside of the cabinet
 and mark the fixing points .

7. Use a bradawl to mark the fixing points.
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8. For a wall thickness of 16 mm: Place the installation
aids on the rails  and screw the rails into the side
walls of the cabinet .

9. For a wall thickness of 18 mm and 19 mm: Screw in
the rails without the installation aid.

Preparing the appliance
1. Place the appliance on a soft surface.
2. Measure the installation depth and, if necessary, cut

the wall finishing strips to size.

Note
Avoid damaging sensitive surfaces when installing
the appliance.

Mount the lower finishing strip to the appliance from
left to right.

3. Then mount the upper wall finishing strips on the right
and then on the left.

Installing the appliance
1. Place the mains plug to the side of the appliance.

2. Guide the mains plug through the cut-out  and slide
the appliance up to at least halfway into the rails .

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3. Slide the appliance as far as it will go into the cabinet.

4. Fit the ducting.
5. Note: There may be a glass flap depending on the

appliance type. If there is no glass flap present, con-
tinue with the next step.
Gently push against the appliance with one hand and
carefully open the glass flap.

6. Note: Ensure that the front of the appliance does not
protrude over the front of the cabinet after it is
screwed in.
Screw the threaded pins through the recess in the rail
and tighten them alternately hand-tight until the appli-
ance is flush with the cabinet.

7. Insert the covers.

8. Remove the grease filters.
9. Note: Cabinets that hang freely on the wall or only

adhere to one side of another cabinet must be stabil-
ised using additional screws. If your cabinet is sup-
ported by additional cabinets from both sides, you
can skip this step.

To stabilise the cabinet walls, screw in the screws on
the right and left using a screwdriver.

If there is no glass panel present,
continue with the next step.
Open the glass flap and unscrew the threaded pins in
the rail.

7. Loosen the pipework.
8. Close the glass flap  and remove the appliance .

9. Unscrew the rails and, if used, unscrew the installa-
tion aids.

14.11 Installing in a built-in niche
Alternative installation is possible for special installation
situations, e.g. for installation in a cabinet cut-out or if
the standard installation from the front is not possible.
Note: We generally recommend standard installation.

the end of the cabinet without the door.

Mount the lower finishing strip to the appliance from
left to right.

2. One person lifts the appliance into the cabinet from
below so that it is flush with the left and right sides.

The appliance must be held until it is screwed tight
into the cabinet.

3. Guide the mains plug through the cut-out.

4. Fit the ducting.
5. Note: There may be a glass flap depending on the

appliance type. If there is no glass flap present, con-
tinue with the next step.
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Carefully open the glass flap.

6. Screw in the appliance on the left and right using two
screws on each side.

7. Insert the covers.

8. Remove the protective film from the grease filters and
insert the grease filters into the appliance.

Removing the appliance
Requirement: Two people are required to remove the
appliance.
1. Cover the hob to prevent damage.
2. Note: There may be a glass flap depending on the

appliance type. If there is no glass flap present, con-
tinue with the next step.
Open the glass flap.

3. Remove the grease filters.

4. One person holds the appliance while the other
loosens the screws.

5. Carefully remove the appliance.
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
